Don’t wish you had the skill after an event happens.  As the Scout book states, Be 
Prepared! 
 

 Riding skill enhancement is important, whether for refreshing our riding habits we once 
had but became lax on using or just plain forgot, OR how to ride with a group.  We 
sometime take these skills for granted but if we are recruiting new members to the 
GWRRA family we need to realize they may not have the skills that we developed.  At the 
earliest date possible, take a Riding Course (ERC, TRC or TC) and a Road Captain 
Course (RCC).
